The work session was called to order with all members present. The city attorney was
not in attendance.

Item A: Options for Funding the U.S. 24-40/1 50" Intersection
Mr. Slaugh went over with the City Council members the discussion he had with

KDOT. Mr. Slaugh discussed several options that the City may have for funding the 150"
Intersection and Wolf Creek Parkway project.

Ed MclIntosh ~-Benchmark Enterprises discussed two options for dealing with state
funding for Wolf Creek Parkway and 150™ St. and Intersection.
The proposed financing would be:

1. Place 150™ and Wolf Creek Parkway on the City’s priority list.

2. Deposit $500,000 of corridor funds into the capital improvement fund.

3. Utilize 1.7 million capital improvement funds to service debt of 150" and Wolf

Creek until retail sales justify TDD bonds.
4. All funds paid back with the sale of TDD bonds.

President Dysart stated she did not understand why the City should pay for the

150™ Intersection.
Councilmember Hill stated that he believed that it was a reasonable amount of

money to spend to improve the City and help a developer.
Mayor Garcia agreed with Councilmember Hill and Mr. Mclntosh that it is for the

betterment of the City to move forward with the project.
Mr. Mclntosh stated that the goal would be to spend the three million and within

three years the TDD would make the full payment and the entire project paid off within
ten years to be paid back to the City.
