Basehor.

Background/Description of Item:

Over the past several years | have been attending training that was instituted by the Johnson
County Contractors Licensing Board. Throughout these years I have met with and discussed the
option of the City of Basehor joining in this program with Sean Reid (head of the licensing
board). In this time frame I have been contacted by several local contractors that wanted the city
to begin some form of licensing. These local contractors feel it would make a more competitive
market for them to conduct business in our city if all contractors need to carry some kind of
license. It is my intention that not only help the local contractors, but we as a community insure
that any contractor conducting business in our city has the knowledge and is competent to do the
job in which they are hired to do. This will also aid homeowners and new residents in avoiding
the so-called ‘fly-by-night” scam artists.

The idea is to pass an interlocal agreement with the Board of County Commissioners of Johnson
County making us a member of the Contractors Licensing Board. All testing would be conducted
through Johnson County, all records would be kept with them and all monies collected through
the licensing would also stay with Johnson County. What this would do though is make it
mandatory for all contractors working within our city limits to posses a license within their
respective trade and maintain a minimum number of continuing education credit hours. The
licensing requirements are broke down into several categories but none of these excludes a
homeowner from working on their own residence.

Contractor Licensing Regulations

18.12.01. Intent. The purpose of this Chapter is to protect the public welfare by assuring
that those undertaking the construction, alteration, repair, or demolition of structures are

qualified to perform such services. It is further the intent that owner-occupants of single-
family residential structures be permitted, without first obtaining a contractor’s license, to
perform minor work on such homeowner’s residence.

18.12.02. Contractor Defined. A "contractor," within the meaning of this Chapter, is
any person or firm that undertakes with or for another to construct, alter, repair, or
demolish any structure or any portion thereof including every i) plumbing contractor, ii)
electrical contractor, iii) mechanical heating, ventilation, and air conditioning (“HVAC”)
contractor, and iv) general contractor, building contractor, and residential contractor.
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
