The work session was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Hill. All members were
present with the exception of council member Iris Dysart. The city attorney was not in

attendance.

1. Brett Napier, Level-4 Engineering — Update on Basehor Town Center Benefit
Project

Mr. Napier reported KDHE would not allow the school district to connect directly into
the sewer; therefore, they had to order a pump which would be delivered in a day or two.
Currently the project was under budget less the contingency. The water line has been
constructed. AT&T was in the process of moving a fiber optic line located in the right of
way. Cost of relocation would not be charged to the City. The sidewalk located on the
west side of 155™ Street has been removed and a temporary road constructed. It would
most likely be the end of August before the sidewalk was replaced. Interim City
Administrator Martley asked if there was any alternative for sidewalks. Mr. Napier
reported the temporary road was installed in order to maintain access for the fire
department and City. Councilmember Breuer asked Mr. Napier to consider the safety
factor and bring sidewalks back as quickly as possible.

Councilmember Mertz requested Mr. Napier provide City Council with a project
schedule. Mr. Napier went over a tentative schedule and reported they would be laying
fly ash on Basehor Boulevard and 155™ Street due to poor soil conditions. The storm
sewer was almost complete and would start construction of the wall soon. Mr. Napier
offered to give a monthly update. The City Council asked that Mr. Napier send an update
to the city clerk via email and she would then forward to board members.
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2. Proposed 2010 Budget

Treasurer Susan Adams reported currently expenditures exceeded revenues by $139,604.
She explained the City could balance the budget by reducing the capital improvement
fund since there were no set projects for 2010. Mrs. Adams reported the bottom line may
change since she was still waiting on some figures from the County. She provided two
spreadsheets showing a 5% and 8% wage increase.

President Washington asked the treasurer to provide a profit and loss format of the Sewer
Fund. Councilmember Moyer asked the city superintendent the impact of reducing his
sewer maintenance fund by $300,000. Mr. Myracle explained the majority of the
filming and sewer line rehabilitation project had been completed and could be completed

in year 2011.

Councilmember Moyer asked if property taxes would remain the same or increase next
year. Mrs. Adams reported she increased the taxes by $30,000, but would not have a
final amount until she received the final information from the County. It was her
intention to maintain the mill levy the same as 2009 if possible. Mr. Flower reported it
was the County’s intent to keep their mill levy the same as well. President Washington
anticipated the school district increasing their mill levy.

Councilmember Moyer asked if the treasurer thought it would be necessary to increase
the mill levy and when the City would start receiving taxes from Cedar Lake Estates.
Mrs. Adams thought the mill levy would need to be increased in 2010 and Cedar Lake
subdivision taxes would not come into the City until year 2011. Council discussed
projected sales tax revenue derived from Wolf Creek Marketplace grocery store.

Councilmember Moyer questioned the amount of revenue Cedar Lake Estates would
bring into City revenues. Mr. Flower stated the City would receive approximately
$100,000 in ad valorem tax.

Councilmember Mertz asked how the budget would be hit if the City took over a park
and recreation facility that had outstanding debt. Mrs. Adams thought the budget would

need to be amended.

Council discussed areas where revenues and expenditures could be adjusted.
Councilmember Moyer wanted to concentrate on pay increases at the rate of 8% with
other members leaning toward 5% increase.

Mayor Hill and Councilmember Breuer commented that Governing Body members were
putting in more time than expected and thought an increase in their pay was warranted.
Councilmember Breuer thought their pay should be tied to something such as employee
wage increases.
