Neighborhood Revitalization Property Tax Rebate Gearal Information
The City of Basehor is offering two Neighborhood/Raization Property Tax Rebate Programs.
Plan 1 applies to new construction and rehabititagirojects; Plan 2 applies to new construction
only. The rebate plans cannot be used in conjumetith any other tax credit incentives unless
expressly approved by the City Council of Basefibe rebate percentages apply to those taxes
levied by Leavenworth County, U.S.D. 458, the @ifyBasehor, Basehor Community Library
and the Fairmount Township Fire Department.

Neighborhood Revitalization Plan 1
This plan was enacted in 2001 and extended in a@@%gain in 2009. It is a five year plan that
offers tax rebates on rehabilitation and new coieibn of single family homes, multi-family
residences, commercial, mixed-use residential/camiadeand industrial properties. This plan
encompasses much of the older areas of town ingutiie subdivisions of Klamm, Metzger
Meadows, South Basehor, Hickory Pointe, Hickoryl&glPretherbridge, Crestwood, Rickel,
Landauer and the Parallel Park Industrial Area @lfas other miscellaneous properties (see map
on back)

Neighborhood Revitalization Plan 2
This plan was enacted in 2009 and shall expire ecehber 31, 2012 unless extended by the
taxing entities. Plan 2 is a six year plan thatisfftax rebates for only new construction of single
family residences, multi-family residences soldrakvidual units (town-homes) and new
commercial structures. This plan encompasses mé#feyait areas of Basehor and is intended to
stimulate redevelopment of these areas. The nexstste must appraise for a minimum of
$140,000, this does not include the land, to kgiteé for the rebate program. These rebates are
for the value of the improvement only (structuréybrieavenworth County will retain 5% of the
rebate for administrative fees.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q. Is my property eligible? In order to be eligible for property tax rebategesal items

must be verified:

1. You must be the legal owner of record.

2. The property must be in one of the designated areas

3. The real estate taxes on the property must berduife taxpayer is 90 days
delinquent in the payment of property taxes twiggrdy the term the property is
eligible for rebates, any remaining eligibility ftax rebates will be terminated.

4. The improvements must comply with the RevitalizatiRian and all other codes
and regulations of the City of Basehor.

5. New single family rental structures aret eligible for property tax rebates under
Plan 2 Single family structures must be continuous fignound to roof and sold
as individual units (town-homes)

Q. How does the property tax rebate program work?t is a refund of the incremental
increase in taxes paid because of a qualifiguilovement. The rebate applies only to
the additional taxes resulting from the ims®in the appraised value of the property
due to the improvements. The property taxes [ the improvement will continue
to be payable. Taxes must be paid when duiaéorebate to be issued.

Q. What kind of improvements will increase the appraigd value?New construction,
room additions and major rehabilitation pobgerequiring a building permit and that
increase the appraised value. Repairs géyeridllnot increase the appraised value,
unless there are several major repairs cdegpkt the same time. To qualify,
Improvements must increase the appraisec\ahat least 5% for residential and
15% for commercial and industrial propertesgjualify by appraising for at least
$140,000. Improved, or newly, constructedeasory structures such as outbuildings,
decks, gazebos or swimming pools are noioddignor is general property
maintenance.

Q. How do | get into the property tax rebate program?An application form shall be
obtained from the City of Basehor Planning Znding Department and submitted
along with a building permit application. kfet application for property tax rebate is
not submitted at the time of a building perapplication then it shall be submitted
within 30 days of being issued a building pierido application shall be processed
after the 30 days has passed without apptmialy given by the City Council of
Basehor.

Q. What if I do not apply within the first year of the program? Both plans of the
rebate program run for different lengths ofdj Plan 1 is a five year program, ending
in 2014 and Plan 2 is a three year programingnn 2012. What this refers to is the
timeframe in which you must either make imm@ments or construct a new structure.
The rebates could potentially extend beyordehgth of a program depending on
your entrance into these programs. If yourente Plan 2 in 2011 then your rebates
would end in the year 2017. If you enter iRtan 1 in 2013 then your rebates end in
2018. Your rebate period begins when you emerof the plans and runs through the
given timeframe of that specific plan.
